Their first realized commission was the 
reconstruction of the destroyed village of Gondo where an incident had caused tremendous 
damage. At the moment they are realising two residential buildings for elderly people in Koeniz 
and Zurich. Durrer Linggi Architects’ work is about elaborating spatial, structural, architectural 
and urban qualities beyond the brief to add surplus value to the built environment.
